For these citations, please use the following form: (A. 97) or (B. 21). Your word count will be verified and the word limit strictly enforced.

The responding party must sign the Response and indicate the word count.

Parties are not required to file a Response to an Appeal of a Hearing Panel Decision.  Parties who choose to file a Response must use this form and submit it electronically to the Cornell Office of Civil Rights at titleix@cornell.edu.
